Explaining the experience.

Yamaha technical terms made simple:

Power and torque

An engine's maximum horsepower is delivered at a relatively high point in the rev range. Torque is
twisting power, the power that you actually feel on acceleration. Peak torque is always generated
at lower engine speeds than peak power. The availability of high torque at low rpm is a very
desirable attribute in an ATV as it optimises traction. Yamaha's 4-stroke ATV engines are all
designed to produce high torque at low rpm. The Banshee 350 2-stroke, by contrast, is designed

to produce a bigger horsepower ‘hit" at higher rom for more extreme sports riding.

Yamaha EFI fuel injection technology
The Electronic Fuel Injection system in Yamaha's YFM700R works with a micro-computer to
ensure that a precisely metered flow of fuel/air mixture enters the engine'’s combustion chamber

at all times and under all conditions, to deliver an optimum mix of smooth power and economy.

Long travel adjustable suspension

Long-travel suspension gives an ATV's tyres

the ability to maintain longer and more

consistent contact with the ground, even when the
terrain is uneven. Apart from the YFM50,

all Yamaha ATVs have independent front suspension,
meaning that the movement of one front wheel

is not affected by the movement of the other. This
improves handling by allowing the ATV to track
bumpy terrain more accurately and remain in a

much more level, controlled posture.




Sporting transmissions

Manual gear selection on non-automatic
Yamaha ATVs is via the well-proven and
familiar foot lever/hand clutch system. Gearbox
options run from automatic on the YFM90 to
six forward speeds plus reverse on the
YFM350R.

Hybrid chassis engineering

Yamaha Sports ATVs like the YFM700R use
both steel and aluminium in their chassis.
These ‘hybrid chassis' frames and swingarms
combine maximum strength with class-leading

low weight.

Ergonomic design creating unique rider
and machine interaction

Piloting an ATV brings an unusual combination
of muscles into play. Yamaha ATVs are designed
to be straightforward and comfortable to
manoeuvre by the widest possible range of

human shapes and sizes.

Wide chassis and great ground clearance
Compact engine designs and long travel
suspension keep Yamaha ATV riding high
over rough ground. A wide chassis ensures
great stability. Should you encounter a
particularly nasty obstacle, strong skid plates
will help to protect the ATV engine and chassis
from damage.

Finely balanced cycle parts

‘Cycle parts' include wheels and brake calipers.
On Yamaha ATVs these are often made of
aluminium to reduce unsprung weight.
Lightweight, ultra-strong steering struts give

accurate and positive steering.
